5. No Refunds for Bitches in Season, Injured Dogs or Injured Handlers/Owners.

Once a trial closing date has past, a dog cannot be moved from Nov A to Nov B.    If the trial has already reached the closing date on the day the dog obtained its title, the dog shall remain in the class in which it was originally entered.    The dog can also be moved up a level (Nov to Open) at the request of the owner subject to the normal move-up criteria.
